HISTORY OF THE INSTITUTION

Gudleppa Hallikeri College of Arts, Science & Commerce is located in educationally backward District of Haveri and area where concentration of weaker sections including minorities is more. The college campus is spread over an area of 29 acres. It was established in the year 1963 as an integral part of the vast network of K.L.E. Society’s educational Institutions.  The College reaches out to the aspirants of higher education.  For the middle and poorer sections of the Society from Haveri District, this College has turned out to be a boon. Our College has been providing Yeoman Service to the students needs. It has earned the goodwill of the students, parents, alumni and peers. It is a matter of pride for us that our journey has completed 53 glorious years of service. 

The College was first accredited with B+ Level by NAAC in February 2004. The College was reaccredited in 2010 with ‘B’ Grade a C.G.P.A. 2.95.
